PostHolocaustPop is a sybiotic one consisting of three: the New Yorker Howard Katz 
Fireheart, the cellist from Düsseldorf Matthias Herrmann and the  rhythmpuzzler 
Ansgar aka FormVollEndeT. 

Multitalented is the best single word to describe Howard Katz Fireheart - he is a 
singer, songwriter, dancer, performer and a choreographer - and Herrmann is his musi-
cal equivalent. One could say he‘s a multiinstrumentalist: He switches from cello to 
guitar and shortly afterwards sits behind a dinky synthesizer before he accompanies 
Howard as DJ. When Howard sings his voice glides effortlessly through three and 
a half octaves. His dances are unscrupulous - every movement emanates from the 
song or enhances it. FormVollEndeT celebrates rhythm, composes sounds, invents 
percussion for the richtextured song-variations.
